Patient Care Tower

The new KGH Patient Care Tower will be built on a raft slab, the perimeter of which is
being formed now. The raft slab is a particular type of concrete floor that is suitable for
the ground conditions and building that we have at the site. As its name implies, the slab
is flexible and almost “floats” on the surface like a raft.

The concrete slab will be poured in four phases. The first pour will be by far the most
impressive — in fact it will be the largest in Okanagan history. Stay tuned for more
information.

Following the pouring of the first piece of the raft slab, two cranes will be erected on site
in preparation for construction of the tower itself.

UBC/Parkade

Work on the UBC Medical School Clinical Academic Campus and the new parkade is
continuing on schedule. The crane that will install the pre-cast sections of floor and walls
will be on site on May 18 and will start work as soon as it is erected. Structural steel has
also begun arriving on site.

The offloading and installation of the pre-cast walls and floors will mean more changes
to the parking lots at KGH (see www.buildingpatientcare.ca for an up-to-date map of the
KGH site). These parking changes will be short-term and temporary. Parking should
return to normal by the end of June.
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
