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Site activities at VJH as of May 14, 2009 
 
Excavation at the site of the new Vernon Jubilee Hospital Patient Care Tower has been 
taking place for the past few months. That excavation is being backfilled now that all of 
the major footings are in place. In addition, all the elevator shafts and stairwells for the 
lower level have been built.  
 
The concrete floor slabs for the basement tunnel have been poured and so has the floor 
slab for the elevator lobby at basement level. The forms for the walls of the tunnel are 
being constructed now, and will be poured next week.  
 
The first pour of the ground floor concrete slab will happen this week. This pour will 
represent around 25 per cent of the ground floor. As the lower concrete work 
progresses, it will allow for backfilling of those areas and more of the first level slab to be 
poured.  
 
The Next Phase 
Once the ground floor (Emergency Department) concrete slab is poured, work will begin 
on the first suspended floor, where the new tower’s main entrance will be. When this 
work begins, you will start to be able to see the work as you drive by on Hospital Hill.  
 
The project is still ahead of schedule. Now that the building is rising out of the ground, 
and with the good weather just around the corner (cross your fingers), progress on 
construction will accelerate even more. 
 
Building Patient Care in real time 
We have just installed a sky-cam at VJH. The camera will take photographs of the construction of 
the new Patient Care Tower as it is built.
